HIGH CERVICAL NERVES 
(C1 – C4)
• Tetraplegia, breathing
ventilator may be required, 
usually fatal

• Completely dependent for
care

LOW CERVICAL 
NERVES (C5 – C8)
• Tetraplegia, some arm
and hand function possible

• May be able to feed,
groom, dress self, and use a 
wheelchair

THORACIC NERVES 
(T1 – T12)
• Paraplegia with loss of
function below mid- 
chest or below waist
• Full control and use of
arms

SACRAL NERVES (S1 – S5)
• Loss of bowel, bladder, and
sexual function

LUMBAR NERVES (L1 – L5)
• Paraplegia, little or no control of
bowel and bladder function

• May be able to
walk short distance 
with assistive 
devices and braces
